We are pleased to be able to offer the opportunity for your child to attend our Year 6 residential at the Quinta Christian Centre at Weston Rhyn as part of our Induction Programme for students joining us in September 2025. 

The main purpose of this venture is to make sure all students feel confident and happy about joining St Martins School year 7 and to get to know some of their new teachers especially their tutor and all of their new friends. They will have two very busy days, one entertaining evening and one (usually exciting!) night together, completing a variety of tasks which encourage cooperation, team building and new friendships.

A variety of staff from St Martins School will accompany the students and provide many of the activities. Also working with us will be Thirzla Deakin, the Education Officer at Quinta, who works with us regularly. We walk along the canal from St Martins, stopping for lunch by Chirk Castle. If your child has mobility issues please call us and we can discuss options.
We are asking for a payment of £35 this year to cover some of the expenses for the two days.

· overnight stay in Quinta hall – students will be accommodated this year in the halls bedrooms which sleep 2,3 or 4 students and are of a hotel standard.

· transport of equipment and students’ belongings to Quinta

· cooked evening meal on Wednesday evening and breakfast on Thursday
· packed lunch on the Thursday
Students will need to provide their own packed lunch and drinks for Wednesday. (Any student on free school meals who wishes to have lunch provided should notify their school and collect it on the way to St Martins)

In cases of genuine difficulty in paying for the residential, we are very happy to help with instalments so that the full cost is paid by the 27 June. Please contact me at school if you will find it difficult to pay. There are not enough bedrooms for everyone to stay over, so places will be allocated on a first come first served basis. When all bedrooms have been filled day places will be offered. The cost for a day place is £20.
As in previous years, it keeps costs low if all students are brought to St Martins School reception on the morning of Wednesday 9th by 9.15am and are collected from the Quinta at approximately 3pm on Thursday 10th July. An emergency home contact must be available to collect your child at all times.
